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Purpose of the Program: To provide advanced clinical experience coupled with research training for specialist registrars in anesthesiology.
Organization of the Program: Specialist registrars are invited to spend one-two years at Washington University. During this time they will function as junior staff anesthesiologists.  Their responsibilities will include direct patient care, supervision of CA1-CA3 residents, and on-call staff coverage.. Approximately 3- 3.5 days per week will be spent in the operating room. During the other 1.5-2 days per week the registrar will work on a research project, either in the realm of clinical or laboratory science. This research training will be done under the supervision of a research mentor. It is expected that each registrar will complete at least one original peer-reviewed publication. (To assure an adequate research experience, a two-year stay at Washington University is the preferred option.)  Finally, the registrars will be expected to participate in the department education programs, including preparation of lectures, clinical conferences, journal clubs, and/or working in the clinical simulation center. 

There will be opportunities to specialize in several areas including: Pediatric anesthesia (including cardiac and anesthesia for liver, lung and heart transplants), Obstetric anesthesia, Neuroanesthesia, Cardiothoracic anesthesia, General/Vascular/Transplant anesthesia (this includes liver transplantation, major vascular surgery, cancer surgery and trauma surgery), and Regional/Orthopedic anesthesia. Rotation through an ICU service (including adult surgical and pediatric units) could be incorporated into several of these areas of specialization.

Administrative Issues: All registrars will come to the United States on an H1-B visa, which will allow them to work as physicians. They will practice medicine in the State of Missouri under a temporary state license for academic physicians. Medical malpractice insurance will be fully covered by Washington University. Salary for the position will be $100,000 per year. (This salary will allow the registrars to live very comfortably in St. Louis and to have adequate funds for travel.)  Full benefits, including health insurance and disability insurance, will be provided by Washington University.

About Washington University School of Medicine: Washington University School of Medicine is consistently ranked as one of the top five medical schools in the United States. About Washington University Department of Anesthesiology: The Department of Anesthesiology provides anesthesia care for approximately 60,000 surgical cases per year. The department also runs a large pain service (in-patient and out-patient), a general surgical ICU, a cardiothoracic ICU, and an obstetric anesthesia service (about 5000 deliveries per year). Included in our surgical volume are pediatric surgical cases (9-10,000 cases per year including liver, lung and heart transplants as well as cardiac surgery), cardiac surgical cases (1000 cases per year), neurosurgical cases (1000 craniotomies per year), liver transplantation (75 per year), lung transplantation (75 per year), and large orthopedic and general surgical services. We are also the major trauma center for our region and take care of a wide variety of injured patients. The Department of Anesthesiology is particularly well known for its research program (basic science and clinical) and receives the second largest amount of NIH research funding of any anesthesia program in the United States. There are about 15 research mentors with whom to work within the department; interests ranging from clinical outcomes to cellular physiology to molecular genetics. Finally the department has an excellent anesthesia education program with thirty-six resident trainees and twelve post-graduate fellows per year. The Department also runs a Clinical Simulation Center which provides training for multiple medical specialties and is a center for anesthesia educational research. Overall, the Department of Anesthesiology at Washington University is regarded as a top ten program in the United States. 

The teaching hospitals at which Washington University anesthesiologists provide care are Barnes-Jewish Hospital and St. Louis Children’s Hospital. Our adult hospital, Barnes-Jewish has consistently been ranked as one of the ten best hospitals in the United States. 

About St. Louis: St. Louis is a city with a population (metropolitan area) of about 2.5 million people. It is located at the confluence of the Mississippi and Missouri rivers, roughly in the center of the country. It is a relatively inexpensive city and has many cultural amenities including excellent music (classical and jazz) and premier professional sports. The climate is mild, and there are four distinct seasons. It is an old city by American standards (originally a late 17th century French town) and is set in a hilly, forested area with easy access to white water canoeing, hiking and camping. St. Louis is a major air hub, and it is easy to get anywhere in the U.S. There are direct daily flights to London.
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
